The work program is compiled in accordance with the State Educational Standard of higher professional education in a medical university in the specialty "General Medicine" 560001 and a standard program for general patient care for students of medical faculties of higher medical educational institutions.
Duration of practical training – 120 practical hours (4credits)
To pass the practical training, the student must:

- attend an organizational meeting explaining the program of practice and organizational issues;

- undergo a medical examination in a polyclinic at the place of residence or in a student's polyclinic before starting the practice;

- take from the head of practice the necessary documents (direction and diary);

-   arrive at the place of practice at the required time (it is not permitted to transfer the practice base and shorten the practice period arbitrarily);

- get acquainted with the structure and organization of the treatment and diagnostic process, both in the departments and in hospitals in general;

- read the instructions for the organization of all departments of the hospital;

- strictly observe the rules of occupational and health safety, internal regulations;

- work for a six-or five-day working week, depending on the mode of operation of the medical institution; The working day for a six-day working week is 5 hours, with a five-day working day, 6 hours. The duration of night duty is 12 hours. For a good reason (pregnancy, feeding a child, etc.), night shifts can be replaced by two nights at 6 o'clock;

- the student must learn by himself, follow the listed in the list (see appendix) practical skills and manipulations, improve their implementation;

- must implement the plan of practice;

- fulfill all requirements of medical ethics and deontology;

- be responsible for the work performed and its results on a par with staff members;

- keep an everyday practice diary in which all the work done is recorded, to sign it from the supervisor;

- fill in all the reporting sections of the diary at the end of the practice, the diary should be signed by the supervisor of the practice for each day;

- sign a diary at the end of the practice and a description written by the supervisor, from the head physician and the deputy head physician for medical work and to certify with the seal of the medical establishment (without the signature and stamp of the press of the medical institution, the practice is considered invalid);
- submit to the leaders of the practice a written report on the performance of all tasks, study and research work of students, and pass the test on practice;

The student gives a differential test to the head of the practice on the last day of practice.

A student who has not been practiced or who has not passed a differentiated test within the established time limit will not be permitted to classes until the liquidation of debt to practice.

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Training practice is held in the 2nd semester and has a duration of 2 weeks. The practice is dispersed (every week for 8 hours, including self-study of the student). Two duty days.
Educational, methodological, scientific guidance and control over the course of the educational practice "General care for surgical patients" is carried out by teachers of the departments of "Therapeutic and Surgical Diseases".

Practice leader:

- ensures the implementation of all preparatory, organizational activities, the issuance of assignments, briefing on the procedure for passing the practice, safety precautions, etc.;

- provides a high educational and methodological level of internship by students in accordance with the curriculum and this program;

- organizes consultations, lectures and seminars on individual sections of the program, the latest achievements of science and technology;

- supervises the work of trainees;

- checks all tasks in practice, gives feedback on the work in practice.

During the internship, the student must:

- complete the tasks stipulated by the practice program;

- obey the internal labor regulations in force in the institution, organization;

- study and strictly observe the rules of labor protection, safety and industrial sanitation;

- be responsible for the work performed and its results;

- regularly perform all tasks in practice according to the technological map of the discipline;

- pass the practice test.   
Organization of medical practice

1. Students come to the bases with a referral to practice - a copy of the order on hospital practice, a diary, a student ID, a medical book.

2. The assistant-head of the practice at the clinical base, together with the chief nurse of the hospital, distribute students to therapeutic (including neurological) and surgical (including traumatology, gynecological) departments.

3. The senior nurse of the department makes up the schedule of students' work in day shifts, plans night shifts, work in the emergency room, in the treatment room, auxiliary rooms, dressing rooms and operating rooms.

4. The senior nurse introduces students to the safety rules, the sanitary and epidemiological regime of the department, the rules for the discharge of medicines and the delivery of medicines to the department, catering.

5. The student's work is regularly checked by the senior nurse, and daily by the medical staff, depending on the place of work.

6. At the end of the practice, the older sister checks the practice diary and writes a description of the student, evaluates his work on a five-point scale.

7. Acceptance of the credit for practice at the clinical base is carried out by a commission, which includes the senior nurse of the department, the direct head of the practice - an assistant of one of the departments of the medical faculty of AsMI, the general head of the lech practice. faculty of AsMI. The assessment signed by the assistant head of the practice is entered in the student's practice diary.

8. Not allowed:

• Changing the terms of the internship without a valid reason or without agreement with the responsible head of the practice.

• Change in the amount of recommended work.

Rules for the design of the practice diary

1. The diary is an official document on production practice. It should be written legibly, competently, in medical language. 
2. Diary entries are kept daily at the end of the working day and should
reflect all the work done in the hospital units.

3. The completed work is certified daily by the signature of a nurse (sentry, treatment room, dressing room, etc.).

4. At the beginning of the practice report, a brief description of the department is given: the profile of the department, the number of beds, the staff of the department, the presence of auxiliary offices, etc 5. After the end of the practice, the student, based on entries in the diary, must fill out a summary digital report on the work done.

6. Sanitary and educational work is carried out in the form of conversations, the release of sanitary bulletins; its content, place and time of holding should be reflected in the diary and certified by the signature of the direct head of the practice.

7. During the internship, all students perform the UIRS in the form of an abstract, which they hand over together with a diary for verification to the assistant head of the practice.

The content of control measures: 

Monitoring the direct implementation of nursing procedures and manipulations; daily checking of practice diary entries, which should reflect all the work done in the hospital units.

The final control is carried out by: the senior nurse of the department, the assistant - the direct head of the practice from the university, responsible for the production practice. The form of control is a set-off. 

Content of control measures: the senior nurse of the department checks the practice diary and writes a description of the student, evaluating his work on a five-point scale; the practice test (in the form of an interview) at the clinical base is carried out by a commission consisting of the senior nurse of the department, the assistant head of the practice; the final assessment of the practice is determined by the assistant head of the practice based on the characteristics the student, the assessment of the quality of the diary and the amount of work performed (compliance with the program), the results of the interview.
